3.Irrevocably and unconditionally accept joint and several liability as primary obligor and not merely as surety, with respect to any responsibility that may howsoever be incurred and any sum whatsoever that may be or become due to you by the Shipper under the First Set of Bills of Lading, waiving the benefit of any exception, set-off or compensation that we might otherwise have been able to invoke.

4.Irrevocably and unconditionally waive any right which we may have had in respect of the First Set of Bills of Lading, and confirm that we shall not make any claim against you or any other party whatsoever in respect of the same.

5.Irrevocably and unconditionally release, exonerate and discharge you, your servants and agents of any responsibility whatsoever for the consequences of any accidental or negligent disclosure to any party of the details of the original Shipper under the First Set of Bills of Lading.

This undertaking shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law and we shall at your request submit to the jurisdiction of the High Court of Justice of England.
